| did not work on either E2 ar W2 today. | was assisting the Temp Tower group on a concrete pour. | made 4 cylinders, 2 for 7-day breaks, and 2
for 28-day breaks.

The first truck showed up about an hour and a half late. The first truck's ticket was checked and the mix design looked okay so we allowed them to
pour. When the concrete was flowing off the chute, it looked very 'watery' and loose. Song (CT) and | determined that we wanted to take a slump
test. When the concrete was falling off the chute to the wheelbarrow, it was very clear that the concrete was segregating and would be pointless to
take a slump test because it would fail. Representatives from ABF/Drilltech/Traylor acknowledged and did not disagree.

Since the truck had about 45 minutes left on the truck from batch time, we allowed the truck to sit for a while to see if the concrete wauld 'tighten
up' while we pumped the 2nd and 3rd trucks. The 2nd and 3rd trucks were fine. We performed a slump test and took samples from the 2nd truck.
The slump was about 8.25". The remaining trucks did not look questionable. We returned back to the first truck to perform the slump test and it
turned about to be 10 inches. We rejected this truck. The concrete was clearly segregating and the concrete was expired. They had to order
another truck so the concrete pour finished around 1400.
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
