ABF is observing the work in 2 shifts of 12 hours each.
There are 3 people after the regular hours.
Iron workers have started working as of today for installing rebars for Pour 6 in the area above Pour 4.

The inlet water temperature was 48 F and outlet temperature was 51 F. The chiller was cooling water at 43 F at 750
gpm.

Gil and Lalit had a job site meeting with Jim Davidson regarding the surface cracks of Pour 4. We showed him a few
cracks which were like 2 mm wide and ran east-west for almost % the length of W2. There were other cracks on the
north side etc. Gil mentioned that according to Special Provisions, page 264, |ast paragraphs and first paragraph of
page 265, the ABF is required to investigate and inform us the plan for repair of these cracks. Jim argued that these
cracks will be buried in the concrete and that there will be lot of post tensioning, we need not to worry at all.

He did not want fo inv_e-stigate any cracks by core drilling etc.
Later | talked to Ken Beede and he arranged to have a crew from Sacramento who will core drill for CT to investigate

this.
