CT core drillers were on site to aid determination of crack depth in the concrete of pour 4. There was one significant crack of which extended from
the east face to the west face. A core was taken of this crack and the crack extended to the length of the core. Gil has contacted ABF to inform
them that they will need to remedy this crack and are within their right to take more samples themselves. Pg. 265 of the Special Provisions state,
"Core drilling may be necessary, as determined by the Engineer and at the Contractor's expense, to sample and examine the extent of the
cracking and crack filling. The minimum depth of core sampling for mass cancrete shall be 0.6m and the number of cores taken per mass
concrete eleement shall be in accordance with ASTM Designation: C823."

ABF will also need to repair the crack by epoxy injection. Pg 264 of the Special Privisions read, "Cracks greater than 0.15mm in width shall be
repaired. Cracks greater than 0.15mm in width and longer than 300 mm shall be filled with pressure-injected epoxy. Cracks to be filled shall be
cleaned and filled by pressure injection methods so that all portions of the crack are completely filled with epoxy. No repairs shall begin until the
Engineer has approved the repair plan."

The first two pictures show the longitudinal crack. The third picture shows a crack larger than 1.5mm wide.
