e Grouted 7 tendons in the following order: 5B, 6B, 7B, 9A, 1A, 4A and 12A from the south end of the E2 cap
beam. Ron Matin assisted me with inspecting the grouting operations from both ends of the cap beam. The
gouting operation started at 8:18am as the efflux time of the initial grout mix was 19 seconds, ambient
temperature at the time was 50°F and the grout temperature was 64°F,

At 9:15am there were chunks of grout found in bags from one pallet which had to be discarded. Before this
occurred tendons 5B, 6B, 7B, and 9A were fully grouted. These chunks clogged up the grout pump and the
ironworkers proceeded to fix the machine. Grouting resumed at 9:45am for tendons 1A, 4A, and 12A and the
grout mix was tested again as the efflux time was 17seconds, ambient temperature was 55°F and the grout
temperature was 73°F. The grouting operation was completed at 10:34am.
