ABF continues to work on installation of Rebars around trumpets and getting ready for Pour 6.
ABF has completed installation of block outs for Hinge K west.
RSC is installing rebars for Pour 6 scheduled for next Friday Feb 20, 2009.

The cooling system for previous pour-6 south was shut out by Nigel on last Saturday morning. There is no more
caoling.

ABF started to remove the blanket covers from the pour of last week of Jan 30, 2009.

ABF is performing the cleanup work on the newly uncovered concrete surface of Pour-6 south. There is no sand
blasting operation at this time.

An inspection of the cleaned surface revealed no significant cracks. The only visible crack from the Anchor bolt block
out to be used by ABF for supporting deviation saddle. The crack was 2-3 meter long and extended in to the block
out for Vertical Tie Downs.

ABF is working on removal of forms near the south deviation saddle. At this time they are removing the supporting

rods for the forms. The anchor bolts for the deviation saddle are being covered by plastic sleeves for corrosion
protection.
