Weather: Sunny but cold morning, 51 F low 78 F high. Med. Medium winds.
Description of Operation:

(ABF had a loss of its Crane Operator Dale Thomas who unexpectedly expired yesterday evening.)
Ross Scott worked on the crane.
ABF continues working on post pour works.

ABF is working on clean up at ground.
ABF is using 3 dumpsters to collect the trash from formwork removal.
ABF is working on miscellaneous tasks for formwork and on the deck assisting in the lowering of deck.

ABF continues installing the falseowrok deck lowering system on top of the Falsework beams from Bigge.

ABF has supported the falsework beams from the end jacks at the south and sides.

ABF is fabricating and installing the additional falsework beams.

ABF have installed the two pairs beams as a support to lower the platform. These beams are located on the top of
the VOIDS on north and south sides, spanning east-west. The beams' length is 85 ft, same as the width of deck.
ABF continues to work to install the lowering jacks on these.

ABF continues working on Falsework removal work under the deck.

So far, ABF has removed all columns on the south sides and all the intermediate columns.

ABF will remove later, the bottom portion of these 6 columns, which are in the south foundation wells.

As of now, ABF has removed all 21 out of 21 columns supporting the deck.

ABF now is in the process of removing the 2 pairs of lateral supporting beams on the north piers. This completes
removal of all 21 columns.

The storage area for the cut columns is becoming increasinly scare because of the demand of area for the activities
of the south side detour project.

The columns are stacked in 3 bundles of of 14 pieces ready to be sent.

Yesterday, ABF sent 4 pipe columns on truck loads, all 42 inch diameters. The length of the pieces were 37'5", 41'5",
51'0" and 37'7". These pieces were of pipes were cut from the north 6 columns.

The pipes were sent on 2 flat bed trucks.

ABF continues sending the pipes starting early morning. By end of the day 8 more pieces of pipes in four flat beds.

Additional Work at or outside of the W2 Site:
s CC Myers continues to work on foundations near W3.
e CC Myers has erected last but one (group of 4) of the columns for the South Side Detour. They continue to erect
additional towers/columns. They are back filling the area and compacting before erecting the last set of columns.
e CC Myers has moved in a new crane and other equipment near W3. ABF has moved its crane to east of W2.
* ABF continues to erect the Frames for Temporary Columns F & G.
* ABF is installing the collar at south pier to tie the Temporary Tower E-Line truss.
o At present they have assembled the north-east quarter of E-Line collar.
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
