Description of Operation:

Ross Scott worked on the crane which is used barely. -
ABF continues working on post pour works.

ABF is working on clean up at ground.
ABF is using 3 dumpsters to collect the trash from formwork removal.
" ABF is working on miscellaneous tasks for formwork and on the deck assisting in the lowering of deck.

ABF continues installing the falseowrok deck lowering system on top of the Falsework beams from Bigge.
ABF has supported the falsework beams from the end jacks at the south and north sides.

ABF have installed the two pairs beams as a support to lower the platform. These beams are located on the top of
the VOIDS on north and south sides, spanning east-west. The beams’ length is 85 ft, same as the width of deck.
ABF has installed 2 strand jacks on the west side and 2 strand jacks on the east side on these 2 east-west beams.

ABF continues working on Falsework removal work.under the deck.

As of now, ABF has removed all 21 out of 21 columns supporting the deck.

ABF started to remove the bottom portions of the columns in the foundation wells. By end of the day, they removed 5
our 6 columns from the south foundation well.

ABF has a crew of 3 people on the top arranging strands tobe used with the strand jacks for lowering the deck. The
crew is arranging these as well as inspecting the strands for any damage.

Earlier this week ABF rented a 3™ Man Lift which is being used. At least one Man Lift is mostly used by the
Temporary Tower Crew regularly. Similarly one of the 3 cranes is also used by the Them.

Additional Work at or outside of the W2 Site:
¢ CC Myers continues to work on foundations near W3. The foundation work seems to be coming to completion.
* CC Myers has erected last but one (group of 4) of the columns for the South Side Detour. They continue to erect
additional towers/columns.
o CC Myers have built the last of foundations and are ready for supporting columns.
e ABF continues to erect the Frames for Temporary Tower Columns F & G.
o ABF is installing the collars at the W2 piers to tie the Temporary Tower. ABF has finished connecting the
E-Line truss to the Collar.
o ABF continues to assemble the collar for W-Line.
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
