- While | was @ the South Deviation Saddle, heard the PWS #1 move and then seen it drop vertically
downwards near the catwalk on the side span (south side). It appears that a winch line Crosby clips @
south side of Tower may have failed and caused the strand to slip. Later that day, observed ABF
adjusting and tightening the crosby clips on the E-Line East Saddle.
