Cable Band Wrapping — North Side Span

-pull machine was sitting at 4ft downhill from pp22 and push machine was at uphill edge of pp22.
Ironworker started splicing at 4ft downhill pp22 for the pull machine. Ironworkers also started hooking up
push machine and feeding s wires and getting ready to wrap.

-zinc paste had been placed on the entire bay of pp22 to pp24. Labors started placing zinc paste at pp24
uphill. The 2 loose wires at pp22 to 24 were cut yesterday and zinc primer had been applied according to
the ironworkers.

-Pull machine started wrapping at 0900 and finished the last 4 ft of pp20 to pp22 at 1045. About 1” of cable
was left for hand wrapping. Cadwelds were then placed.

-Push machine started wrapping at 0900 at the start of pp22 to pp24. About 1 ft of cable was wrapped. 4
permanent cadwelds were placed at the beginning of the s wire. The s wires were then pushed inside the
groove of the WPP22. Ironworkers then continued to wrap for about 4ft before lunch. Ironworkers
continued wrapping after lunch and about 6ft of cable was wrapped at 1330 before running out of s wires
and changing bobpins. Ironworkers finished changing bobpins and splicing at 1430. Ironworkers were still
working on aligning the machine and s wires at the end of shift.

-labors started covering the zinc paste and the push machine at 1445.
