January 9, 2013
Weather – overcast, calm to light wind

S Wire Wrapping – South Main Span (Bay pp110 to pp112)
Ironworkers continued with splicing at the beginning of pull machine. Ironworkers then started wrapping
with pull machine. About 18” of cable was wrapped before running out of clearance with the cantilever
beam at 1000. Ironworkers then removed the pull machine and switching to hand wrapping. Ironworkers
wrapped for about 8” by the end of work shift.
S Wire Wrapping – North Main Span (Bay pp110 to pp112)
Ironworkers continued wrapping with push machine for about 6” before s wire ran out at 0745. Ironworkers
then did a splice and continued wrapping with the push machine for another 8ft before switching to the pull
machine at noon. Ironworkers then did a splice and continued wrapping with pull machine at 1330.
Ironworkers finished wrapping with pull machine at 1615. Ironworkers secured the s wires with cadwelds
before the end of shift.
Jacking Saddle – Bolt Re-tightening
Jimmy and Stanley continued bolt tightening with a modified high torque handle. This work was completed
at 1100.
