Escort lead PB mechanical desginer and PB design staff on
tour of the bridge to discuss mechanical design issues. Track progress of FW Spencer mechanical pipe
and dehumidification system installation.

Bob M. informed FWS that he didn't want socket welds, but would
revisit the issue of using Vitrualic couplings every 6 lengths to make the pipe string easier to turn and
make the butt weld on the backside of the pipe. He indicated the use of the socket welded fitting is still not
allowed.
