Victor Ruiz and two other painters were painting gravel gray Noxyde on the suspender ropes and sockets
within the suspender brackets at PP 60N, and 62N. By end of shift, the paint crew finished painting the
suspender ropes and sockets at PP 60N, 62N, and PP 104N through PP 110N.
