The QA Inspector 
observed the root opening appeared to be 21-24mm wide from location marks 200"-30" in a clockwise 
progression.

Acquire engineering approval to perform butter passes to correct the root opening between location marks

The excessive root opening was corrected by restoring the base metal (buttering), and magnetic particle testing 
was performed on the buttered area. The area was then ground to an acceptable profile prior to depositing the 
root weld pass.
