The QC Inspectors Rolando Caldera, Mark Bauers and Ray Hightower have been notified and shown that parts 
are incomplete per approved shop drawings.  The QA Inspector Andrew Webster observed that parts are still 
being accepted and do not conform to the approved shop drawings and contract requirements.
