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Delegation of Review and Approval of Non-Standard Special Provisions

In accordance with the attached memo from Chief Engineer Rick Land approving the delegation
of review and approval of Non-Standard Special Provisions (NSSPs) to the districts, the owners
of Standard Special Provisions (SSPs) related to traffic operations have developed a process for
this delegation.

The review and approval of NSSPs generated by specified edits to SSPs will be delegated to the
Deputy District Directors — Operations (DDD). The SSPs to be delegated and the associated
owner/contact have been identified in the attached master list. The DDDs have the authority to
assign staff to review and approve NSSP’s on their behalf. Accordingly, the master list also
provides a recommended list of district staff that arc appropriately licensed to review and
approve project NSSPs that relate to traffic operations.

The districts’ delegates/reviewers are required as a condition of this delegation to provide a copy
of the approved NSSP to the owner/contact when they are submitted to the Division of
Engineering Services-Office Engineer.

It is the responsibility of the districts’ delegates/reviewers to follow the Ready to List Guidelines
for the preparation of NSSPs as described at the following site:

The districts’ delegates/reviewers will be responsible to make NSSP submittals complete and
accurate on behalf of the owners to ensure the specifications are biddable, buildable, safe, and
effective. Consequences for deficiencies may lead to project delay, increased costs,
inconsistency in the bid document, and permit violations.
